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ABSTRACTIONS in JUNE

The topic of ‘Abstraction’ often brings to mind very non-representational works like
those done by Kandinsky, Rothko or Turner. However, abstractions are defined as
‘a deviation from the norm’ and come in a range from mild (Impressionism) to
more extreme (Non-representational Abstracts).

« CONTRAST is VITAL: 1. Value - Light Vs Dark 2. Colour - Intensity,
Opposites (Complementary) 3. Edges - Harder Vs Softer

« COMPOSITION GUIDES can be the starting point for your artwork as
they GIVE STRUCTURE & HELP DIRECT THE VIEWER'S EYE?

« WHICH ART PRINCIPLES or ELEMENTS will you use to GIVE FOCUS
to your CENTRE of INTEREST?

« ABSTRACT WORKS use LAYERING, MARK-MAKING & BOLD/
SUBTLE COLOUR to PULL SECTIONS FORWARD or PUSH THEM
BACK.
